The Intelligent Flight Batteries will be charged in 
sequence according to their power levels, from high to low. The Micro-USB port 
allows users to update the firmware.  
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2. Connecting Batteries
Insert the Intelligent Flight Battery into the charging port to begin charging. The 
Intelligent Flight Battery with the highest power level will be fully charged first. Other 
batteries will be charged in the same manner, according to their power levels.

1. Connecting to a Power Source
Connect the standard Phantom 3 Battery Charger to a power outlet (100-240V 
50/60Hz), then connect the Charging Hub to the Phantom 3 Battery Charger.
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When charging more than one Intelligent Flight Battery, distribute 
them as evenly as possible among the charging slots.

Do NOT touch the metal terminals. Do NOT leave the metal terminals 
exposed to open air when they are not in use.
